Winged reproductives, or Swarmers leave
the colony and “swarm” at certain times of
the year, or when they are signaled to do so
from the colony.

Workers

Workers are wingless and blind and are most
likely the ones you'll find in damaged and
infested wood. They serve many functions in
the termite colony including caring for other
termites, building and repairing mud tubes and
tunnels, as well as foraging for food.

Soldiers

The soldiers' main purpose is to

defend the colony from attack. They are
wingless, blind and sterile and must be fed
by a worker termite.
